Wildlife Tax Valuation ABC’s
 

Do you currently have an agricultural tax valuation on your property?  Is the native wildlife on your property what you are most interested in managing for?  Then switching from a traditional agricultural valuation to a wildlife tax valuation might be just for you. At the November 15th meeting of the Hill Country Chapter of the Texas Master Naturalist, Rufus Stephens, wildlife biologist for Texas Parks & Wildlife Dept, will cover what is the wildlife tax valuation, the qualifications and how to get started.

 

Rufus Stephens is currently a wildlife biologist with Texas Parks & Wildlife Department.  He works with landowners in Kendall and Comal Counties to improve the wildlife habitat on their farms and ranches.  He has a special interest, and expertise, in helping smaller landowners to manage for a variety of wildlife.  Rufus also works with communities, municipalities, and counties in his area in the sound management of wildlife and their habitats. 

 

Rufus’s past experience includes working for over 8 years as an urban wildlife biologist in San Antonio, assisting homeowners and developers to manage attractive landscapes that are both wildlife friendly and conserve water.  Prior to that he worked in western Kansas for almost 5 years as a wildlife biologist for Kansas Department of Wildlife & Parks, assisting landowners on a variety of habitat management practices such as design and installation of wildlife tree plantings, native prairie restoration, and wetland management.  Rufus also worked for the Missouri Department of Conservation as a field researcher on white-tailed deer.  Rufus is a graduate of Texas A & M University with a degree in wildlife ecology.
